Though 
self-published and not available in stores, it has already sold well over 10,000 
copies.

They have 
gathered over 400, but that is still less than half our goal. Therefore, we have 
launched a Peace Caravan that helps hibakusha make direct contact with 
mayors who have not yet given their signatures. We would like to have 
1,000 signatures to take to ask Prime Minister Hatoyama and ask him to 
have the Japanese government propose this Protocol to the NPT Review 
Conference.
